First, rough the

Here’s the hand:
You are in 4�; X (doubled by RHO). Lead DA

A quick look at the hand will show that there is 
a possibility of gaining 10 tricks, with 2 spades, 
6 clubs, 1heart and HQ or one through a cross 
ruff. So those that choose the probability play of 
simply drawing trumps are hoping for a 3-2
break in trump, except for one case of S AKQ 
on your right. Unfortunately, those that decided 
on this play would result in down 3 or 4. There 
were 4 pairs that were in this situation. 

Another 4 pairs were defeated by one trick only. 
Interesting. These declarer hoped that the DK 
might be in a favourable position, so a low 
diamond returned with a loser on loser would 
limit the contract to down 1, and even the 
possibility of making it, if the DK is onside. 

Other declarers ran the clubs to let 
defender ruff twice or thrice, to settle for 
one down when S10 gets promoted. 
Some might end play themselves if heart 
suit not been played early.

There were 3 players that made the 
contract. One of them was the Singapore 
Ladies, where, the North hand became 
declarer, thanks to their bidding system. 
This results in a favourable lead of SA, a 
natural lead from AKQ holding. The 
contract is made, since the vital 
defensive tempo is lost. 
There are many lines of defence to take 
the contract down, assuming correct 
defence or incorrect declarer play. 

Back to the problem: After the DA lead, 
the double by RHO gives you information 
on the trumps. A 4-1 trump break would 
always send the contract down. So a 3-2 
break in trumps with the three good 
trumps being together with a short club 
holdings is a justifiable assumption -
assuming you want to make the contract! 
Furthermore, you must assume that HK is 
onside (the contract is always down if it is 
offside) and a 3-3 break. Timing is also 
important, as you don’t want to be in an 
end play situation. The play is as follows:

Trick 1:    DA    D8    D5     S2
Trick 2:    H4    HQ    H2    H9* 
(Entry management )

Trick 3:    C7    CJ*  C2   C3     
(Try to test for AKQx or AKQ of �; )

Trick 4:    C4    C8    SQ*    CA 
(Be calm to cut losses the ruff is a small �; )
Trick 5:    D9    DJ     D2    S5*
(Continue clubs if defender ducks)

Trick 6:    S6    S3    SK    S7*
(club play if x�; ruff at trick 4)

Trick 7:    DK    DQ    D4    S9
(Another forcing defensive play)

Trick 8:    H5    HJ    H6    H8*
(critical not �; J or �>K)

Trick 9:    S10    S4*   SA    SJ
(collect the rest of the tricks, due to 3-3 heart break)

If the defender ducks the clubs, play till 4th 
club, then switch the plan. They cannot stop 
you from collecting 4�>, 3�@and 3�Aor 4�>, 2�@
and 4�A(by ruffing).
Note 1: It is too bad if the club break 3-2. This 
way, you will be doomed! Still, you have to 
keep hope by continuing the 3rd high club. The 
defender may ruff it high, with holding of S 
AKQ (never says never)
Note 2: If nobody can solve this hand in their 
free time, then it is hard to expect anyone to 
solve it at the table. So no regrets, even if you 
failed this at the table, but the next time 
hmm…§

SOLUTION TO JULY QUIZ By LL Wong (aka The Bridge Guru)
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Bridge Inspiration

Approximately 90% of the players shuffled to 
the correct seats within 2 minutes, after the 
Director instructed male players to sit North or 
East, and female players sit South or West, at 
the recent Mixed Pairs Championships, held 
on 7 July 2007. I was reluctant to give up my 
lucky and favourite positions, but 
understanding that if I want to be in the game, 
rules of the games need to be followed, so I 
gave up my view that I need to sit North or 
East to play well or win.

Call me superstitious, but I still attribute our 
failure to emerge as champions of the day, 
partly to the jinxed sitting positions. It affected 
my mood to start the game, or rather I allowed 
it to affect my mood. Another player 
challenged the Director on this “rule”, saying 
people should have the freedom to choose 
where they sit. It seems this seating is a 
common arrangement for Mixed Pairs games 
internationally*. After some discussion without 
much progress, the Director invited the party 
to either abide by the rule or leave the game. 
Other players then helped to pacify the player, 
who eventually relented and the game finally 
started. 

Should players have the choice to sit North 
or South and East or West? Perhaps such 
rules should be stated in advance, so 
players have a choice if they were to 
participate in the tournament or not. (My 
double standards: My  partners by default 
have to sit South or West, haha!) 

Do Singaporeans “just follow”? My question 
is – is this just a “rule” of the game and if 
so, why? I recall once hearing the rationale 
for this “rule” is to allow comparisons 
between the two sexes, in the name of 
fairness.

So the underlying assumption is that male 
and female players play bridge differently, 
for example, aggressiveness in bidding. 
There are even generalised (or sexist) 
statements, such as “men are better at 
bridge”, “women are more intuitive” or “men 
are more logical”.

Is there any truth in these statements or are 
they self-fulfilling prophecies? Are we 
constrained by such social constructs? And 
are we supporting such propaganda if we 
adopt such a “rule”? Have a think. What is 
your view?   

Interestingly, one hand came up in the Mixed 
Pairs Championships, that put some of these 
questions to the test. 

All non-vulnerable, my partner passed as 
Dealer, and my RHO opened 1D. Holding this 
hand, I considered what to overcall:

�@QJ9863

�> A10843

What went through my mind was that if I were 
to compare myself with all the women in the 
room, I was determined to turn this rule to my 
advantage and I was sure none of them would 
bid 4H. So I did it. Doubled down two was a 
good result as East-West had 3NT. Partner had 
a singleton heart, so even if you bid 2H or 3H, 
partner would never support your hearts. Thus 
as the opponents were having a post-mortem 
on that hand, I told them “You already lost 
when I bid 4H.” (Disclaimer: 4H is really a crazy 
bid. Intuition and luck have a role to play in 
achieving the good 
result. But my philosophy 
has always been – no risk, 
no gain.) 

MIXED VIEWS By ZY Lam, the sassy queen

* Editor’s Note: According to the rules and Conditions of Contest of the European Bridge League and the World Bridge Championships, in 
Mixed Pair events, men sit North or West throughout and women sit South or East.
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Bridge Inspiration

Should the compass positions of male and 
female players be fixed in a mixed pairs 
event? This rule is used in European Bridge 
League mixed championships and World 
Bridge Federation mixed pairs events, so it 
cannot be all that wrong. During the recent 
ASEAN bridge club championships, the same 
rule was applied for the mixed event by 
Richard Grenside, who has vast experience 
as an international Tournament Director. 

Besides making it easier for the organisers to 
confirm that the pairs are indeed “mixed” in a 
large event, I believe the rationale is to 
compare the actions of the male players with 
each other and similarly for the female 
players. 

The aim is to reduce randomness in the 
results, based on the underlying 
assumption that there are differences in the 
bidding and play between male and female 
players (women are from venus and men 
are from mars), which do not reflect bridge 
skill. One could argue that this assumption 
lies behind the existence of mixed events in 
the first place, otherwise, why place a 
gender restrictions?

Saying that men are different from women 
is not sexist – it’s a self evident fact. Do 
men bid or play differently from women? Ze
Ying’s thoughts when she made the 4H bid 
are revealing. She was confident that no 
other women sitting in her position would 
bid 4H. Would she have been as sure if it 
had been a mixture of men and women? 

While I think the rule makes sense, I do not 
hold strong views on this topic, and could 
be persuaded otherwise (perhaps by my 
sympathy for Ze Ying’s superstitions). 
Maybe next time, females will get to sit 
north and east. 

However, there’s another point I wish to make. 
It is clear from bridge laws (Law 5) that the TD 
has the right to assign positions and compass 
directions. At the table, the TD is “always right”. 
You can politely disagree with his rulings (ask 
him to check the law book if he is not ruling 
from it) and even appeal them. Views on the 
rules can certainly be discussed subsequently 
with the TD or organisers or even debated in 
newsletters. But behaviour challenging the TD 
at the table is strongly discouraged, especially 
acts that "unduly obstruct or delay the game" 
such as "failure to comply promptly with any 
instructions of the director“. These are 
specifically mentioned in the bridge laws (Law 
90) as offences subject to procedural penalties. 
In particular, players who are respected by 
segments of the bridge community (especially 
those with TD training or national players) 
should hold themselves up as role models. 

For the record, I was the TD at the recent 
Mixed Pairs event and while Ze Ying supports 
freedom of seating (except for her partners), 
she does not condone the actions of the player 
in question.
